In Mr. Gort’s absence, President Elect Hal Martell called the meeting to order at 5:40 p.m.  Mr. Martell welcomed guests the Miami-Dade Police Department.

Supervising Lieutenant Christopher Brown reported that service calls in the Brickell and Coral Way areas are up, but that crime is down 18%.   He also announced that a “beat officer” (Ralph Rowe) has been added to the area.

Mr. Usategui  presented the Treasurer’s report for the month and indicated that the financial health of the association continues to be good, with no unusual expenditures for the past month.

Mrs. Konsler announced the next in our ongoing series of “Of Importance to Brickell” luncheon, scheduled for Wednesday, June 8 at noon at the Sheraton Biscayne Bay.  Speaker for the luncheon will be Mr. George Burgess, Manager Miami-Dade County.  Mr. Burgess will address the General Obligation Bonds passed by voters last November and how funds flowing from those bonds will benefit the Brickell area.

Mrs. Konsler noted that, at last month’s meeting, there was not a quorum so the association needed to take official action in support of co-sponsoring the 609…6/09…6:09 Beethoven on Brickell Concert.  Mr. Usategui made the motion to co-sponsor the event; Mr. Walters seconded the motion and all voted in favor.

Note: Subsequent to the meeting, an e-mail funding request was sent to all Board members eligible to vote on May 10, requesting approval of $600 for the church rental for the Beethoven on Brickell concert.  Quorum for the May 10 meeting was 7 members.  I received eight “yea” and one “nay” vote.  Therefore, the expenditure was approved via e-mail vote.

Mr. Konsler presented information on a “Light the Night” Walk sponsored by the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society at Mercy Hospital in September.  She indicated that she had an information packet available if anyone was interested in participating.

Megan Kelly shared information with the Board about the 3rd Annual Dragon Boat races and Festival to be held on Brickell Key in October.  The government of Hong Kong is the sigt=nature sponsor for this event.  Ms. Kelly requested support from the BAA and asked that the BAA serve as a platform for recruitment for race sponsors and teams.  She said that Mayor Diaz sees this as Brickell’s “signature event,” and that there is a possibility of a “race village” in Brickell Park.  Tory Jacobs moved that the BAA support the Dragon Boat Races and Festival; the motion was seconded by Bill Ross; all voted in favor.

There was brief discussion of other ways the BAA could get involved in civic endeavors.  One suggestion that met with much enthusiasm was a Holiday Stroll along Brickell.

Mr. Jacobs announced the upcoming Brickell Homeowners Association meeting on May 12 at The Metropolitan featuring presentations on the CIP (Civilian Investigative Panel) and the Miami 21 Zoning Program.
