Mr. Gort called the meeting to order at 5:40 p.m. and welcomed new Board members Carlos Chavez (Charles Schwab & Company), Arthur Costa (Bank United) and Christopher Suarez (Constructa).  

President Gort then welcomed Joe Chi, president, and other members of the Miami Dragon Boat Races Committee.  Mr. Chi gave a brief history of the race and encouraged the Association and members of the Association to consider their level of participation in the event to be held on October 22 and 23, 2005.

Supervising Lieutenant Christopher Brown informed the Board about the new 311 Call center that took effect on June 1.  This 311 Call Center is an “information pathway” to both the City and County governments.  He explained that its purpose is to provide simplified access to all the various departments at both the City and the County level.

He also reported that there has been a drop in certain crimes in the Brickell/Coral Way areas when comparing the last 6 months of 2004 with the first six months of 2005.  Specifically, Robbery down 30%, burglaries down 20%, Auto Theft down 21% and general thefts down 10%.

Eddie Padilla, NET Administrator, invited everyone to the Downtown NET area’s Miami 21 Open House on July 18.  He said that the consultants would like to hear the issues and concerns facing the Brickell areas and neighborhoods and invited Board members to come and address the consultant panel, either individually or as a representative for the Association. 

Mrs. Konsler informed the Board that our Treasurer, Ramon Usategui, has been transferred to Coral Gables and would that the Executive Committee would be appointing a replacement once the summer break is over.  She also presented the monthly Treasurer’s report and a follow-up accounting on the June 8 luncheon.

Mrs. Konsler also told the Board the June 9 Beethoven Concert we helped sponsor was an unqualified success, despite the late start on the project and the less than desirable weather the day of the concert.  She also offered information regarding the Leukemia & Lymphoma Society’s “Light the Night” Walk in September.

Mr. Jacobs from the Brickell Homeowners Association was not able to attend the meeting but asked that the Board consider drafting a joint statement with his organization to FDOT regarding the Brickell PD&E Study.  Current focus of the study is how to move more North-South traffic more quickly through the Brickell area.  Mr. Jacobs indicated that may attending a recent public meeting expressed the feeling that the study should be focused on how to move the East-West traffic across Brickell and out of the area and how to make Brickell more pedestrian friendly.

After discussion, Mr. Gort moved that we draft a preliminary document and partner with the BHA in this effort.   Mr. Martell seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  Mr. Gort asked Megan Kelly if she would be willing to draft a document and Ms. Kelly indicated she would be willing to do so.

Having no further business, Mr. Gort adjourned the meeting at 6:50 PM
