Mr. Gort called the meeting to order at 5:40 p.m. and welcomed new Board members Kristin Stringer from Foram Group and Marcos Friere from Constructa/Mary Brickell Village

Commander David Rivero commented on the recent crime statistics for the Coral way/Brickell NET area.  He reported that there has been a drop in certain crimes in the Brickell/Coral Way areas when comparing the last 6 months of 2004 with the first six months of 2005.  Specifically, he reported robbery down 30%, burglaries down 20%, auto theft down 21% and general thefts down 10%.  The Coral Way/Brickell NET area leads the City in crime reduction, despite the fact that it is one of only two areas that do not have a Problem Solving Team.

There was discussion about whether the BAA should write a letter to Chief Timoney requesting such a Team for the Coral Way/Brickell area.  After approval by the Board, Mr. Gort directed that the letter be sent to Commissioner Winton with a copy to Chief Timoney.

Eddie Padilla, NET Administrator, reminded of the remaining meetings of the Miami 21 project.  There was also brief discussion of some of the construction site problems in the Brickell area.  He also invited Board members to a Hurricane Katrina fundraiser at the Transit Lounge (next to Pogie’s) on October 1.

Mrs. Konsler gave the monthly Treasurer’s Report and told the Board that former Treasurer Richard Gonsalves had graciously volunteered to return to the Treasurer’s position until the new Executive Committee is elected in February.

Membership Chair Hal Martell informed the Board that he has drafted a “recruitment” letter to try and gain new members for the Association.  This letter is to be sent to all the people in our database who are not current members.  Mrs. Konsler indicated that there are about 300 such individuals and that she would try to do 10 to 15 personalized letters each day she is in the office until the project is complete.

Mrs. Konsler announced a networking event for October 19 at Mendoza Restaurant in The Mark and indicated invitations would go out sometime before the end of September.

Carl Walters told the Board that November 8 had been set as the date for a Developers Forum at the Conrad.  The forum will concentrate on the West Brickell development, Mary Brickell Village in particular.

The Board decided to postpone any luncheons in the “Of Importance to Brickell” series until early 2006.  The Board also indicated a willingness to go forward with some sort of a Christmas Walk event if Barbara Beaudry who had initially proposed the event would chair the event. (Note: Mrs. Beaudry has agreed to chair the event, but suggests it be postponed until 2006 in hopes that some of the construction impediments to foot travel will be cleared by then.)

Mr. Jacobs announced the date for the next Brickell Homeowners Association meeting and indicated that all BAA Board members are welcome to attend.  He also invited Board members to the October 11 Candidate’s Forum at 7:00 PM at the Museum of Science.  The last BHA meeting for 2005 will be held on November 17.

Having no further business, Mr. Gort adjourned the meeting at 6:50 PM
