President Martell called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. and informed the Board that Mr. Marc Pearl would be joining the Board of Directors as the representative for Colliers Abood Wood-Fay.

Mr. James Jiao, VP with Merrill-Lynch, gave a brief overview of Merrill-Lynch’s historic support of artistic and civic endeavors in Miami and indicated that they were pleased to be the main sponsor of this year’s 609 6:09 6/09 Beethoven Concert at the First Presbyterian Church on June 9.  Mr. Gus Nogeura, Beethoven Society of Miami-Dade, thanked the Board for their support of the event and asked that everyone coordinate efforts for a great turnout for the event.

Officer Jeff Giordano introduced the new area Commander, Ron Papier and told the Board that former commander David Rivero had been promoted to major.  Officer Giordano reported on the status of a break-in at 848 Brickell and a purse snatching at 1110 Brickell.  He also asked Mrs. Konsler to circulate his cell phone number so people could contact him during emergencies, particularly hurricane related issues.  Eddie Padilla from the Downtown NET Office invited members to attend the unveiling of the first draft of the proposed new Miami 21 Zoning Code that will be held at the Coconut Grove Expo Center on Saturday, May 13.

Melissa Vigues from South Florida Commuter Services introduced the new “Best Workplaces for Commuters” campaign, a joint effort between the US EPA and the US DOT aimed at reducing traffic congestion, worker stress and air pollution. Ms. Vigues encourages all employers to look into the benefits of the program and take advantage of having their name added to the list of Best Workplaces for Commuters.

Treasurer Kristin Stringer presented the May financial report and indicated the Association is financially healthy and all records are in order.

Mr. Martell presented the monthly membership report, noting that there were a number of Board level renewals this month as well as the addition of Colliers Abood Wood-Fay Realty to the Board of Directors.

President Martell asked Related’s Charlie Carenno to give a brief overview of Related’s request for an extension of the construction easement in Brickell Park as part of the Icon Brickell project.  After Mr. Carreno’s remarks, Mr. Martell made a motion to support Related’s request, stipulating that Related would finish construction and return the park to public space a year earlier than anticipated and that a representative from the BAA would serve on the park design committee.  The motion was seconded by Megan Kelly and was approved unanimously by the Board.

Mrs. Konsler initiated a discussion about membership in the Association for companies outside the geographic boundaries of the Association.  The Board indicated their wish that such members be approved on a case-by-case basis and asked that new wording to the By-Laws reflecting such be brought before the Board at their next meeting for approval.

Barbara Beaudry and Hal Martell gave an update on the Brickell Name Extension issue, indicating that, for this legislative session, it was a dead issue.  However, everyone agreed that the issue will not go away and we need to regroup our efforts and do some very proactive lobbying in the months before the legislature reconvenes on March 1.  Max Puyanic made a motion to take the pledged $10,000 for the Brickell Streetscape and rededicate it to efforts to fight the Brickell Name Expansion.  Randy Olen seconded the motion and all voted in favor of the motion.

Barbara Beaudry presented her idea for a Mary Brickell Birthday Party in February at Mary Brickell Village as a way of promoting the “Brickell Brand” and providing a networking event for our members and the community.  The idea was met with enthusiasm and Marcos Freire, General Manager of Mary Brickell Village, indicated he would work with Barbara in trying to get some of his restaurant tenants to provide refreshments for the party.

Mrs. Konsler announced that the Association would host an “Of Importance to Brickell” luncheon on Wednesday, June 14 at Mosaico featuring House Speaker Designate Marco Rubio as the guest speaker.

Having no further business, Mr. Martell adjourned the meeting at 6:50 PM
