President Martell called the meeting to order at 5:40 p.m. and introduced Lester Monteil, a new Board member, representing Bank United FSB.
Officer Giordano reported that the police department is starting to crack down on “illegal vendors” in the Brickell area.  Primarily these vendors are “lunch wagons” stopping at the various construction sites, blocking a lane of traffic.
NET Administrator Padilla told the Board that there have been a number of requests from construction sites requesting a noise waiver and/or earlier start time.  In most cases, unless there is good reason not to, the NET office is granting the waivers so the construction can proceed more quickly.  Mr. Padilla asked that any complaints be directed to his office so he can take care of any problems that might arise.
In Treasurer Stringer’s absence, Mrs. Konsler presented the Board with the monthly Treasurer’s Report which shows the Association in good financial condition.
President Martell shared the monthly membership reports with the Board, noting a number of renewals over the summer, but no new memberships.
President Martell pointed out the executive summary from the Goals Setting Workshop in everyone’s information packet and asked that Board members take the time to read the summary and forward any feedback directly to him.

President Martell also informed the Board that it would appear that, despite all our best efforts, the Department of Juvenile Justice will be moving into the building at 602 S. Miami Avenue sometime in October.  Commissioner Barreiro is still working to get the State to defer the move and find a more appropriate location.  Commissioner Haskins has also been addressing the issue, but it would appear at this time that no progress has been made.
Bill Ross, Chairman of the Hurricane Preparedness Committee, told the Board that the non-materializing hurricane Ernesto gave the Committee an opportunity for a “dry run” of the preparations they had made earlier in the year.  Many things went well, but unfortunately they discovered that communications, a key component, was sorely lacking.  Mr. Ross asked Mrs. Konsler to update the list of building contacts and to distribute it to all interested parties.  
Officer Giordano and committee chairman Bill Ross will meet with Marcos Freire as soon as possible for the purpose of evaluating available space to serve as the Brickell Area Emergency Operations Center (EOC) following a hurricane landfall that has affected the Brickell corridor.
Mr. Ross also indicated that the next project for the committee is to investigate the possibility of purchasing Motorola radios for communications before, during and after a storm.

Board Member Charles Tavares explained the proposed zoning in the Miami 21 project for the West Brickell area.  Originally proposed at T5, the area is now T24-36 in some areas.  Mr. Tavares urged the Board to support T36-48 zoning for this area to increase the density of the area, thereby allowing new projects to be built and having more residents in that area to support the blossoming retail, especially Mary Brickell Village.  Mr. Tavares promised to get back to the Board with some wording for a letter or proposal for the Board’s consideration.
Mr. Martell reported that, at present, there is no news regarding the extension of the Brickell name.  There was discussion about forming a committee oversee this issue.   William Holly volunteered to chair a special action committee in this regard.
Brickell Homeowners Association President Tory Jacobs invited Board members to attend the BHA’s next meeting on Thursday, September 21 where the focus of the discussion will be insurance for Brickell condominiums.  The meeting will be held at the Infinity sales Center, 1300 S.
Miami Avenue (on the southwest corner of 13 Street and South Miami Avenue) and will begin at 6:00 p.m.  Valet parking will be available and refreshments will be provided.

Barbara Beaudry briefly reminded the Board that we still want to plan a Mary Brickell Birthday Bash at the new Mary Brickell Village sometime in February once more of the stores have opened there.

Having no further business, Mr. Martell adjourned the meeting at 6:35 PM.
