A RESOLUTION

OPPOSING THE EXTENSION 

OF THE BRICKELL AVENUE NAME

NORTH OF THE MIAMI RIVER

BE IT RESOLVED THAT, WHEREAS the Brickell Area Association has for nearly a quarter-century been the vigilant steward of the Brickell Area for the purpose of preserving, defending, enhancing, and promoting the Area’s traditions, architecture, aesthetics, overall quality of life and economic development; 

WHEREAS, the Brickell Area Association represents the businesses and residents who have a real investment in the Brickell brand, having chosen to live and work on and around world-renown Brickell Avenue; 

WHEREAS, the Brickell area has for nearly 100 years been considered a special and now internationally recognized neighborhood, distinctly located south of the Miami River and defined by its grand boulevard, Brickell Avenue; 

WHEREAS, the unique heritage of the Brickell area has been determined by its geography, represented by its natural northern boundary of the Miami River, by its history of the Brickell family holdings being entirely south of the Miami River, and Mary Brickell’s 1911 plan of the grand boulevard of Brickell Avenue, likewise running south from the south side of the Miami River, and by the long-standing policy of the Miami Downtown Development Authority (DDA), wherein the Brickell sub-district has always been defined as from Miami River south to 15th Road and from Brickell Key west to I-95; 

WHEREAS, the Brickell Area Association has from time to time repeated its opposition to dilution of the Brickell brand by an artificial extension of the Brickell Avenue name north of the Miami River to include a portion of SE Second Avenue, beginning with our formal resolution in 2002, which resolution the Brickell Area Association now wishes to reconfirm; 

WHEREAS, the Brickell Area Association’s opposition to the extension of the name Brickell Avenue north of the Miami River is based on our desire to protect the investment of our members for reasons of geography, tradition, Brickell’s unique heritage, and principals of good urban planning; 

WHEREAS, the Brickell Area Association believes the so-called economic development argument for the present attempt to extend the name of Brickell Avenue north of the Miami River is negated by the 7,000 condominiums, 400,000 square feet of retail space and 1,000,000 square feet of office space already under development in the immediate area of the proposed name extension, including the very project the name extension has been engineered to benefit; 
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WHEREAS, the Brickell Area Association considers that, given this renaissance of the area north of the Miami River, the interested stakeholders there would be better served to develop their own marketing brand rather than co-opt and thereby dilute that of a distinct neighborhood which strongly opposes such action, and the Brickell Area Association supports the efforts of Miami DDA to create such a marketing brand for the area north of the Miami River;

WHEREAS, in urban planning terms, the section of SE Second Avenue proposed for renaming is a one-way street lacking the two-way boulevard and landscaped medians which characterize Brickell Avenue and is therefore unsuited to combine with Brickell Avenue by both geography and design, which combination would in any case be confusing in terms of mapping and traffic flow;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Brickell Area Association by action of its Board of Directors opposes the extension of the name Brickell Avenue north of the Miami River.
