President Holly called the May meeting of the Brickell Area Association Board of Directors to order promptly at 5:30 PM.  He immediately asked for a motion to approve a consent agenda item containing the Treasurer’s Report and the Membership Report.  Motion was made by Hal Martell and  seconded by Sim Wilson.  All voted in favor of the consent agenda item.

At 6:30 PM., Mr. Holly thanked Commander Papier, Officer Giordano and the other officers present for their hard work in the Brickell area.

Tory Jacobs invited Board members to attend the next Brickell Homeowners Association Board meeting to be held on Wednesday, May 16 at Brickell Place, Phase I  (1901 Brickell).  The meeting will begin at 6:00 P.M.  Mr. Jacobs also informed that the Construction Sprawl/Pedestrian Safety Ordinance was on the City Commission Agenda for Thursday, May 10th and invited as many BAA Members and Staff as possible to attend and speak to their support of the Ordinance.
