In President Holly’s absence, Vice President Carl Walters called the meeting together at 5:40 PM.  Mr. Walters introduced new Board member Greg Mendoza from Millennium Partners. 
Officer Giordano said that he is beginning to plan for the Christmas Toy Drive for Southside Elementary School and asked that Mrs. Konsler send out a letter requesting donations.  Board members apprised the officers  of three concerns: (1) an apparent  an increase in aggressive panhandling in the Brickell and Mary Brickell Village areas; (2) the number of  “burned out” traffic signal lights in the area; and (3) how trashy/dirty the area has become
Brickell Homeowners Association President Tory Jacobs told the Board that he is making his way through an unapproved 338 page study from FDOT entitled “Brickell Avenue Pedestrian Safety from 26th Road to 8th Street.”  Mr. Jacobs suggested that perhaps the BHA and the BAA could get together with FDOT to discuss this report at some date in the future.
Frankie Ruiz from the ING Marathon addressed the Board briefly, outlining the 7 year history of the 26.2 mile race here in Miami.  He indicated there would be 15,000 runners this year with 70% coming from outside Miami bringing an estimated economic benefit of about $15M.  He also indicated a big part of the marathon is charitable and that, so far, they have raised over $3M for charity.  The date for the marathon is January 27, 2008.

Dana Nottingham, Executive Director of the DDA, began the presentation of the new Downtown Miami Master Plan with a brief history of the previous Master Plan and information regarding a reorganization at the DDA which helped focus work on the new Master Plan.  Subsequent to Mr. Nottingham’s remarks, Urban Planner Bernard Zyscovich led the Board through the highlights of the current draft of the new Downtown Miami Master Plan.  At the end of the presentation, a letter of support on the part of the BAA was requested.  The Executive Committee will discuss this at their next meeting and bring it to the Board for a vote at the next meeting.
The Treasurer’s Report and the Membership Reports were not discussed.

Having no further business, Mr. Walters adjourned the meeting at 7:20  PM.
